Senior One Person Shows

The following are guidelines for your OPS. Keep this to reference due dates and requirements. 

1. Write your own original script. It must be no less than fifteen and no more than thirty minutes in length. The script must:
a. Be an original idea of your own. You cannot take it from an outside source or have anyone else write it for you.
b. The characters and plot must be well developed. 

2. Star in your own show. You may have other characters in your show, but the show must be about your character.
3. Direct your own show. As the director you will have to do the following:
a. Cast the other characters.
b. Conduct all rehearsals. This will include blocking the show and sharing your insight as to how the characters should be played.
c. Put together a rehearsal schedule and make sure that your actors are well informed and appreciated.
d. Choose an INTERN. This person will be your assistant director and will call all of the shots from the sound booth on the night of the performance.
e. Design all costumes, props, and set pieces needed for your show. KEEP IT SIMPLE!!
f. Learn how to operate the light board and design your own light cues for your show.
g. Burn your own CDs for all the music and sound effects that you will need.
4. Produce your own show. This will include: 
a. Write, design and print your program. You will need to print at least 30 copies.
b. Design and print fliers to advertize the shows on your night. This will be done with the other students on that night.
c. Design a display for the glass displays in the lobby. Each producer will have a roughly 2’ cubed space to decorate thematically to your show, including cast photos and any relevant information. (5 points)
5. Perform your show in its entirety for the dress rehearsal and final performance.
6. You will receive points for meeting the following deadlines:
a. Turning in your rough draft: (25 points) This will be due the last day before winter break. However, you may turn it in earlier. Failure to turn in your rough draft may result in being dropped from the class!
b. Turning in your cast list and rehearsal schedule: (25 points) This will be due January 31st. It must be typed.
c. Completing your final dress rehearsal: (25 points) You must present and be ready to go through your show on one of the afternoons leading up to the performance (schedule with Mr. E) 
No dress rehearsal = No show!
d. Final draft of script due Friday, April 18th: (25) points
e. FINAL PERFORMANCE Thursday, April 24th, 7pm: (50 points)
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
